PHYSICAL DEMANDS FOR THE POSITION OF:

School Bus Driver

General Description of Job:

Job involves safe operation of a school bus over designated routes to transport children.  Job duties include operating a bus over designated route in accordance with assigned time schedule; operating the bus within the rules and regulations set forth by the district, state and California Highway Patrol; maintaining order among students on the bus and while they are being picked up; escorting students across streets when necessary; performing daily safety checks according to State regulations and reporting immediately all safety repair needs to Transportation Supervisor; maintaining bus in clean and safe operating condition; maintaining accurate daily recordkeeping; providing first aid to injured or ill students when required; washing bus on designated schedule; assisting with evacuation of bus if necessary in an emergency.

Other Job Factors:

The following conditions are present –driving vehicles or equipment (school bus); work around equipment and machinery (shop and busses); walking on uneven ground (bus parking lots, driveways, roadways); exposure to excessive noise (bus noises/children); exposure to dust, gas, fumes or chemicals (cleaning supplies, exhaust fumes); operation of foot controls (foot pedals on bus); exposure to biohazards (to clean up bodily fluids from student illness or injury); bouncing/vibration when driving in some buses depending upon seat type; and need to act quickly to evacuate children in an emergency.
 Bus Drivers must be able to communicate, quickly, accurately, and effectively with schoolchildren, parents and staff in a noisy environment while visually monitoring both traffic and the interior of the bus.  Must be able to monitor student activity in order to detect verbal abuse, physical safety issues, and bullying and report it accurately and credibly.  Bus Drivers must be able to exchange information accurately and quickly with individuals using radios or devices that may be used safely while operating a vehicle.  Bus Drivers must be able to detect safety issues and warning signs for windows, doors, seats and the mechanical systems of the vehicle.   Bus Drivers must be able to express self effectively in order to maintain a safe and orderly atmosphere in a noisy environment that involves of a great deal of physical movement.

Additional Job Requirements:
Possession of an appropriate California Operator’s License issued by the State Department of Motor Vehicles, Medical Certificate and California Special Driver Certificate valid to operate a school bus, and a Red Cross (or other acceptable) First Aid Certificate, if required. Must have normal vision, corrected or uncorrected.
